The 
chapel, a true house of prayer, will be for all of us a place to go through the week to commune 
with God, to discern His purposes, and to express our thanks. And so we thank God for the vi-
sion given to Spring Hill for a chapel and for those persons who have already contributed gen-
erously to the realization of that vision.

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Molly’s Musings 
Freedom 

 
It is for freedom that Christ has set us free. 
Stand firm, then, and do not let yourselves be 
burdened again by a yoke of slavery. Since we 
live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the 
Spirit. Galatians 5:1, 25 
 

These two verses from Galatians have been 
my theme verses of the summer. It’s amazing 
how God has managed to weave them into eve-
rything I am doing and thinking from Wednes-
day morning Bible study, to JH Ranch, to my 
prayer life. What can I say other than in the 
Summer of 2008, the Lord has sent me a mes-
sage of freedom.  

I don’t think it’s uncommon for Christians 
to struggle with bondage. Just because you be-
lieve in Christ doesn’t mean you’re miracu-
lously free from insecurity, addiction, anger, 
selfishness, stress, worry, anxiety, fear, tempta-
tion, pride, depression, sin, the desire to be in 
control, brokenness… 

OR DOES IT???? 
Go ahead and vote. Which of the following 

statements do you believe to be true? 
1. Just because you believe in Christ doesn’t 

mean you’re miraculously free from insecurity, 
addiction, anger, selfishness, stress, worry, 
anxiety, sin, pride, fear, temptation, depression, 
the desire to be in control, brokenness… 

2. Because I believe in Christ, I can be free 
of anything that keeps me in bondage, anything 
that keeps me from living the abundant life in-
cluding all those things listed above. 

I can’t venture to guess how you all voted, 
but I can tell you that before this summer I 
probably wanted to believe number 2 was true, 
but in my heart, I lived as if number 1 was true. 
If I believed number 2 was true, there was little 
to no reality of that truth in my life.  

So which is true?  What does Galatians say?  
Good news, my friends, Galatians 5:1 says, “It 
is for FREEDOM that Christ has set us free.”  
According to the Bible, number 2 wins! But if 
Christ has set us free, why are so many Chris-

tians still struggling? Why are so many still in 
bondage?    

Let me be really clear about what God has 
been revealing to me. Most of us have areas of 
bondage in our lives - whether it’s a particular 
temptation we continually give in to or our 
need to control everything or our fear about our 
future. Let’s just face it, it’s part of the human 
condition to be spiritually enslaved, but this is 
not how God intends us to live. The questions 
we need to ask ourselves are: 
1. What are my areas of bondage? 
2. What does Scripture call me to do about it? 

Through these verses in Galatians, God has 
revealed the answer to the second of the two 
questions. Look back at these verses carefully. 
What are we to do when we find an area of 
bondage in our lives?  Galatians says we are to 
do two things: keep in step with the Spirit and 
stand firm.  

As believers, we have all been given the 
Holy Spirit. This is the promise given to us in 
Scripture, but there is a difference in having 
the Spirit once you have believed and being “in 
step” with the Spirit. I will dare to say all be-
lievers have the Spirit but not all are “in step” 
with the Spirit – thus Paul urges, “Since we 
live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the 
Spirit.” What does it mean to keep in step with 
the Spirit?  It is no doubt a spiritual discipline 
which involves confessing sin, prayer, Bible 
study, a continual awareness of the Spirit’s 
leading, and a continual seeking of the Spirit’s 
guidance. Scripture says that one job of the 
Holy Spirit’s is to guide us into all truth (John 
16:13). I believe if we keep “in step” with the 
Holy Spirit, He will point us to the truth of our 
areas of bondage and reveal to us what to do 
about it. 

Secondly, Paul says to “Stand firm and do 
not let yourselves again be burdened by the 
yoke of slavery.”  Don’t be fooled into think-
ing this is an easy road. Don’t think that by the 
power of the Holy Spirit, you can defeat an 
area of sin that has kept you in bondage and 
then relax. Nope. You can never sit, you can

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never rest in areas of bondage in your life 
(that’s what heaven’s for). In this life, you 
must continue to stand firm against those 
things you have defeated.

From the Library 
 

Our sheltered lives are sometimes awak-
ened by books and authors who report what 
was happening while we were sleeping.  

Two such books are now in the church li-
brary: Hall’s and Moore’s A Same Kind of 
Different Like Me and Blackmon’s Slavery by 
Another Name. The first is an auto-
biographical chronicle relating the relation-
ship between a “modern-day” slave and an 
international art dealer. Our Pastor, Norman, 
intrigued the congregation in July with a 
reading of several pages of the book and fol-
lowed it the next Sunday with the report that 
the two authors would be in Mobile on Octo-
ber 7th for a special fund-raiser at the Mobile 
Convention Center. 

The slim 244-page tome is easily read in a 
weekend while the larger book has over 400 
pages and will not be so quickly read. 

Blackmon, a journalist for the Wall Street 
Journal, has documented the Re-Enslavement 
which extended its cruel reach well past the 
end of the Civil War and the Emancipation 
Proclamation into the middle of the 20th cen-
tury and WWII. 

The neo-slavery system exploited legal 
loopholes and federal policies that discour-
aged prosecution of whites for continuing to 
hold black workers against their will. The 
uncompensated worker brought wealth and a 
new form of terrorism to African-Americans 
seeking participation in the U.S. political sys-
tem.

Frank expects the drawings to be com-
plete in September. At that time we will be able to buy permits and begin construction. We ex-
pect construction will take approximately six months. 

To date we have received over $400,000 in unsolicited contributions for the chapel. We will 
have a capital campaign in late August or early September consisting of several small meetings 
of the congregation. We hope you will prayerfully consider your gift for this important addition 
to our church’s ministry.

The summer schedule will continue through 
Sunday, August 31.

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I would like to take a moment to introduce 
myself and tell you a story about a way the 
Holy Spirit is working through this church. 
My name is J. Gaines Betbeze. I have been a 
member of Spring Hill for about five months; 
however, I have been attending Sunday ser-
vices for about eighty months. Since joining 
this church I have found a sense of family and 
home, a place where I can be myself and see 
the reflection of Jesus in each person I meet in 
the congregation. For that gift I thank each 
and every one of you. 

Over the last few months we have heard a 
lot about the Holy Spirit through sermons 
from Dr. McCrummen, Mark Mueller and 
several of our guest speakers. Now you will 
hear a little about the Holy Spirit from one of 
your own. Shortly after I joined the church, I 
started to have a tug on my heart to leave the 
company where I was working. I had found 
some opportunities along the way, but nothing 
that really made me feel like I was even close 
to God’s will for my life. Now here was 
where the Holy Spirit entered the picture. I 
was having lunch with Norman at the Dew 
Drop one day and telling him about this tug 
and that I might want to try and do some work 
for the church. He smiled like he does when 
he has a thought brewing. Norman hesitated, 
then looked over and said, “I have a meeting 
tonight and we are considering the idea of a 
Campus Ministry.” Norman then followed 
with the question that went something like, “If 
we were going to start a ministry would you 
be interested?” I have a feeling my response 
was somewhat like his first statement; you 
know the kind that starts out with a big smile 
while you were coming up with the answer in 
your head. Shortly after, I told Norman that I 
would love the opportunity to work with the 
church and the college students. I was inter-
viewed and offered the job. Three weeks later 
I left the company I was working for and be-

gan working to establish a campus ministry. 
My first task was to visit First Presbyterian 

in Tuscaloosa. Our goal in going to Tusca-
loosa was to establish a model for our pro-
gram. Once I returned from Tuscaloosa we 
started looking for space on the campus of 
South Alabama to set up shop. This seemed 
like an easy task. South Alabama has a big 
campus after all. Well, after speaking with 
Sally Cobb (who works for the university) we 
had drawn a blank. There was no space to be 
had. Here’s the second time the Holy Spirit 
showed up. Three days after we started look-
ing for a place to call home and were told we 
were out of luck, Sally called and said there 
had been a change. A large space that had 
been occupied by a fraternity had become 
available due to unforeseen circumstances. 
We immediately jumped at the opportunity to 
acquire the space. I went to the campus sev-
eral times meeting with the business manager 
at the department of housing, each time get-
ting closer and closer to closing in. After one 
last trip to the campus to look at the space 
with Harvie Jordan and John Bell, I received 
the go ahead to lease what for some reason 
has become known as “The Space”. 

The third time the Holy Spirit stepped in 
came in the donation by one of our own. Jim 
Root caught wind that we might be starting a 
campus ministry and asked if we could use 
some furniture. I was expecting an old couch 
from the 60’s that had been stuck in a base-
ment somewhere; to my surprise the furniture 
Jim was referring to was much more than a 
couch. It was several couches, some chairs, an 
end table and a few lamps; all of it was very 
nice. 

Now the fun begins. Remember how I said 
that a fraternity had just moved out of the 
space that we were about to move into? Need-
less to say we had some work ahead of us. So

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what does any good leader do when he has a 
lot of work to do? He calls upon the youth! I 
started talking with our youth director, Mark 
Coats, to see if we could get some people to-
gether for a work party. We even had several 
of our college students going to South and 
other schools to pitch in. In no time Mark had 
rallied the troops and we were off to do some 
painting. Several hours later we had trans-
formed a broken down old chapter room from 
a half-decent beginning to something great. 
Luckily, we decided to paint before we con-
vinced the university to replace the carpet. 
Speaking of carpet, we all know God is in the 
details, but let me just give you an example. 
Mark and I planned two separate work days, 
one to paint and one to move all the furniture. 
That gave us limited amount of time to work 
in carpeting. Sally called me up and said we 
had gotten the university to agree to replace 
the carpet but you have to pick a color. Sally 
and I looked at all the carpets in the book and 
the one we liked was the only one we could 
like, it was the one that we could get in time. 
God is certainly in the details.  

The day after the carpet was installed we 
moved in. After a several hours of maneuver-
ing couches up two flights of winding stairs, 
then over the railing sideways and finally into 
the “space” we had finished moving. Most 
people I know would be dead tired after all 
this. Now maybe it’s because our movers 
were young and have an abundance of energy, 
but I think it was something else. As I sat on 

the floor exhausted, I looked at the faces of 
the people helping, and saw something that 
made my heart almost explode with joy. Each 
person had a look of happiness, not because 
the move was over, but because they had a 
sense of pride and ownership in something 
they knew was going to be bigger than them. 
Each person knew they were going to have the 
opportunity to be a part of something that is of 
and for God. I’m just a man, a young man at 
that, but I believe that God showed me some-
thing in that moment. Something I’ll never 
forget.
