1. Why do we need a chapel?

The idea of having a chapel was first endorsebybng-Range Planning
Committee (after polling the congregation) andrla@oroved by the entire con-
gregation on June 3, 2001.

A chapel is badly needed for smaller memorial ewviand weddings. A chapel
is also needed to provide a more intimate setbngveekly prayer services, for
mid-week Communion, for Sunday Vespers, for Lerstenvices and for special
services for healing and wholeness. (Book of OWile3.5400). We need a

chapel where anyone can go at any time of the weekay, to meditate, to read
Scripture, to find inspiration, and to discern Gowill.

2. What is the total cost of construction and fsinimgs projected to be?

The total cost is currently estimated to be arab@%0,000, which includes fur-
nishings.

3. How much money has been raised already and Wiasréhis money come from?

Almost $150,000 in unsolicited funds have been mouted in memory of loved
ones. The largest single gift, given in memory dkaeased husband, has been
$50,000.

4. What is the design of the chapel and why wasdbasign chosen over others?

Ultimately, the committee chose a design that veassistent with the original
Presbyterian meeting houses favored by Reformest@ms in eighteenth cen-
tury colonial America.

Though opinions later changed, Presbyterians sfdfa insisted on unadorned
structures: no stained glass and no crosses axtegor. No colonial church or
chapel in the Reformed tradition had a cross atdpef its steeple, though of
course we have a beautiful Celtic cross above @in sanctuary. This overall
design will ensure that the chapel is in harmonyamdy with earlier structures
in the Reformed tradition, but will also avoid thepearance of simply being a
smaller version of our existing sanctuary.

5. What will be the chapel’s location, physicalesand appearance?

The chapel will be located on the south side ofctingrch facing Westminster Way.
The chapel's 2545 sq. ft. will house 150 peoplevilthave a shingle roof with

shutters. An artist’s rendering appears below.

6. Were there any special considerations that iteplate overall design and selection of
materials?

Any new structure, even a chapel, must meet modede requirements, even
though our main sanctuary is just next door. Theslede 2 restrooms, 2 water foun-
tains, fresh air intakes (greatly increasing thetdhage needed), handicap access
janitor mop sink and either operable shutters peasive high impact resistant glass
Also, acoustic issues are critical because of degrto use it for weddings and other
smaller services.

7. Who served on the committee to select this desigl on what basis
were they chosen?

The members of the committee were chosen by tae chthe committee to ensure
that our membership could offer counsel in manwysireonstruction, engineering,
accounting, legal and design. The architect, Nicknkés Ill, and his father, both
specialists in historic restoration, led the coneeitin deciding on a structure and
design that would not only complement the exisbnddings, but be architecturally
faithful to these early Presbyterian designs.
