o share the message and love of Christ is our chief business as Christians. That is 
what the ancient world noted about the first Christians and that’s what the world 
still notes about Christians who are grateful for the grace they have received. The 

question that often confronts a Christian, though, is just how Christ’s gospel and love is to be 
shared. The short answer is by doing it naturally and simply; by spending time with people, 
by listening attentively, by expressing verbally and otherwise your compassion, and by shar-
ing what Christ means to you. When you do this, you’re doing the work of an evangelist. 

Our presbytery recognizes, however, that there are many ways to fulfill the Great Com-
mission, there are skills to learn and practices to consider and adopt, and there are causes to 
support. To that end, our presbytery is sponsoring a two-day workshop on evangelism at 
Spanish Fort Presbyterian Church, Friday night and Saturday morning, September 23 and 24. 

Dr. Stan Wood from Columbia Theological Seminary is going to be the keynote speaker. 
He’s the author of several books on this subject as well as on church growth and renewal. In 
addition, there will be small workshops led by people experienced in this work. 

I want to encourage all the readers of this letter to consider attending. I believe the prac-
tice of evangelism is necessary to the development of one’s faith, and I know it to be essen-
tial to the health and growth of every church. 

So, let me encourage you to attend the conference, September 23 and 24. Call the Presby-
tery office to register (626-1915) or email to do the same (DWms9144@aol.com).

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Molly’s Musings 
“ Hands of Hope”  

 
Every now and then, when God is really smiling on me, Hannah will fall asleep in 

my arms. Having that precious bundle of energy lie serenely still in my arms is one of 
the sweetest blessings I’ve known as a parent thus far. It is in those quiet moments with 
Hannah that I always find myself studying her tiny little hands and wondering many 
things. What will Hannah do with these hands one day?  What hands will she hold? 
What will she draw, paint, or write? Will she play the piano or the guitar or some other 
instrument?   Whose life will she touch? Will she serve God with these hands? Will she 
use them for His glory?  

The only thing I can do in the moments that follow is pray for my child. “God, please 
draw Hannah to Yourself.  Whatever she chooses to do with her hands, I pray she will 
use them to bring you glory. Please use the work of her hands to bless others, care for 
others, and spread Your love to others.”   I have discovered, like any parent, I have hopes 
and dreams for Hannah, and they are revealed through my thoughts and prayers. As I 
stare down at her little fingers, I begin to realize how much hope I have for her precious 
hands. 

It is almost incomprehensible to think that as much as I love Hannah and as much 
hope I have for her, God, my Father, has even more love and hope for me, His child. 
The overwhelming sense of love I have experienced as a parent has helped me gain a 
small understanding of God’s love for own His children. It strikes me that throughout 
our lives God watches us with the same tenderness and love of a parent.

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Music Notes

When we sing, we pray twice. 
 

“ When we sing, we pray twice.”  Those of us who study and work in church music 
frequently hear this phrase of Augustine’s, see it written on choir posters, and remind our 
singers of it  And with good reason, for it is an evocative, even provocative statement.  But 
what does it mean? 

People who dedicate themselves to a choir or other regular church musical activities 
probably believe these words—because singers who sing from the heart know that singing 
reaches deep into one’s self and enables that which is inside us to flow outward to others.  
Singing is a way that we share our spirit and our faith with others.  When we join with others 
in a choir and dedicate ourselves to the discipline of rehearsing and singing together, with 
openness to the spirit of Christ, in a community of Christ, Christ surely is a part of our body, 
binds us in that body, and richly blesses us. 

Surely Augustine was describing the inner spiritual depth that music can help us to 
reach, and also asserting that music can help to nourish our faith in God and to express it in 
heartfelt prayers of song.   

As we enter a new season, I encourage you to reflect upon God’s gift of song and 
upon ways in which you might nurture your own song, and that of your family, especially 
that of children.  “American Idol”  aside, our culture is increasingly becoming a culture of 
non-singers—of passive musical consumers.  We put in our earphones, turn on the iPods, 
radios and TVs, and let other people sing for us—much of the time not even paying much 
attention.  In so doing, we miss the depth of experience and the rich blessings that Augustine 
described.  Let’s help our children be natural singers—persons for whom singing is as natu-
ral as walking or talking.  In the iPod culture, we have to be intentional about this—I encour-
age you to help your children sing at home—sing with and for them, even if you sing “off-
key” .  Young children can enjoy hearing and singing along with recordings such as the 
“Wee-Sing”  series.  Sing a table grace frequently (we sing either “The Doxology”  or 
“Johnnie Appleseed’s Blessing”  at our house, and our dog sings along too!)  I repeat—sing, 
even if you sing off-key!  Informal singing is important and valuable. 

I also encourage you to reflect upon how you might nurture the song of our church.  
Please consider participating yourself, and/or supporting your child’s participation. Our chil-
dren’s choirs are settings that take informal singing experience a step further. Choirs are 
structured, disciplined educational groups where skilled, loving, and dedicated leaders work 
to further develop musical ability (which everyone has, especially at a young age), in the set-
ting and traditions of our own congregation.    

The coming season will be a rich one for those involved in music ministries. We will 
expand our offerings in the areas of youth handbells, augment activities in many areas, and 
find ways in which we can involve more of our congregation members. 

Young adults are encouraged to get involved in our music ministries. We will create 
short-term projects for those who cannot now commit themselves to the long term. Contact 
Ellen Jones or me to discuss this.
